More than a no-pull harness
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How To Fit

There are 4 straps to adjust in the
following order:

B (back) strap

G (girth) strap

C (chest) strap — one side of leash ring =" Ri"g/
C (chest) strap — other side of leash ring C strap

G Strap

Buckle
(other side)

Set-up For Adjusting B Strap

(harness off your dog)

1. Measure your dog'’s girth with a cloth
measuring tape behind his front legs.
(A leash or a string will also work)

2. Fold the measuring tape in half

3. Use the tape as a guide to adjust
the B strap to that length (include
side rings)

Putting On

1. Open snap buckle

2. Place adjusted B strap over your
dog’s head and onto his back.
The LABEL will be on your dog’s
LEFT side. The C strap and LEASH
RING will be over your dog'’s front
(forechest).

3. Adjust the G strap to a snug fit
(like a comfortable belt) behind your
dog’s front legs

4. Close snap buckle

Last Step

1. Adjust both sides of C strap to place
leash ring over breast bone

The C strap should not be tight

Check The Fit (page 3)
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Check The Fit

1. Have your dog sit. You should get one finger easily
under the G strap (like a comfortable belt).

2. Have your dog stand. The side-rings should be
half-way down your dog'’s side and behind his
shoulder muscles.

3. The G strap will angle forward slightly (not vertical).

4. The C strap should angle downward and the leash
ring should be over your dog’s breast bone, not
hanging below.

5. The C strap adjustment
should allow your dog
to walk, sit, and lie
down comfortably.
Make sure you can
move the leash ring to
the side of your dog’s
breast bone.

6. You should see a slight

loop in the C strap Wrong Fit Good Fit
when you pull your C strap too low and too tight.
leash sideways. Restricts shoulders/legs.

Helpful Tips

Buckling

1. Approach your dog from his RIGHT side

2. Grasp the short end of the G strap with your
RIGHT hand

3. Reach under your dog with your LEFT hand for the
long end of the G strap and buckle

Un-Buckling

Squeeze sides of snap buckle and pull toward
the ground.
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How They Work

Our dog-friendly design keeps your dog comfortable, and prevents stress and injury.
The Front-Connection™ helps you communicate clearly with your dog’s sense of touch.
As you move your leash in certain directions, your dog feels gentle pressure
(sensations) behind the front legs and shoulders. This triggers an instinct to brace
against the pressure and encourages your dog to move with you, without pulling

on the leash!

Softouch Methods (Patented)

To gain the full benefits, we recommend using our harnesses first as a training tool and
then for general management and everyday use. Softouch methods work with your
dog’s instincts to gradually give him body cues (sensations). The cues teach him how
to move with you and how to behave without stress or discomfort.

We suggest working with a trainer familiar with our harnesses and methods for
additional assistance and follow up.

Introduction & Safety

At first, use a regular flat collar with the harness.

The collar is like training wheels; adds safety, control, and
helps keep the harness centered. It also prevents
dogs from chewing the chest strap.

Clip a 4-6 foot leash to the top of the
harness leash-ring and to your dog’s
regular flat collar.

Unclip from the collar for short periods
to slowly phase out the collar.

We recommend clipping to the collar
for high stimulus environments.
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Quick Sessions

Start in a quiet place to help your dog focus on his sense of touch.

Use treats and/or praise with the following:
1. Beginning Turns i
Start with your dog BEHIND you o |
Take the slack out of your leash
Encourage your dog to follow you
Walk to the RIGHT
Pull the leash gently toward you
(light tension on leash)
Do not jerk or pop the leash!
— When your dog gets beside you,
stop walking
— Put slack in leash (loose)
Give your dog a treat and praise!
— Let him rest and repeat the session

2. Turn/Attention

— Start with your dog on your LEFT

— Lay the leash against the LEFT side
of your dog’s neck and over the
back of his neck - Like neck reining
a horse

— Keep “slack out” of leash - Light tension
on leash

— Encourage your dog forward

— Take 2 to 3 steps forward

— Stop walking

— Hold leash steady - he should turn toward you

Give your dog a treat and praise!

— Let him rest and repeat the session

3. Sit

— Face your dog

— Pull gently upwards on your leash

— Use a treat to lure your dog into a SIT

— When your dog SITS, give him the treat
and put “slack in” the leash '

— Let your dog rest and repeat
the session
